The cleanup of fallen trees, and stump removal along Broadstone after the hurricane was an 
added expense in September. 


Chris Habenicht has sent out letters to the ten deed-assessed Bexley residents who are delinquent 
with their mandatory dues.    

             Chuck will be starting on the next year’s budget. It was decided that a dues increase for 2012 will 
not be necessary. It was mentioned that the playground area at the lake is in need of mulch, and  
this item will be put into the 2012 budget. 


Kevin Hennelly will be contacting Anita Zimmerman to obtain her proposal for conducting the 
internal audit.


A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept the Treasurer’s report.

· Taylor Anderson Memorial


The bench and tree are in place at the lake.  Deborah Corliss Hollinger is arranging for the 
memorial plaque to be made.

· James River Landscaping Services Update


Dr. Wright has placed a call to James River to discuss the services covered in our contract with 
them, but they have not returned his call at this time.  It was pointed out that they have not aerated 
or reseeded yet this fall.

Fall pansies have been installed, and aeration and reseeding carried out.  Brian notified us that 
they will not be mowing for the next two visits, but will be focusing on pruning and weeding, etc.
