This open forum meeting of the Bexley Association Board was held at the LaPrade Library. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. with President Bill Lark presiding.
· Welcome and agenda by Bill Lark

· A motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to accept as written the minutes from May’s meeting. 

· Financial
Chuck Smith presented the financial report. 

The balance sheet for the year to date ending May 31, 2011 shows total current assets of $90,626.65. This reflects a 10% increase over last year. 

Total income for the year to date ending May 31, 2011 is $68,478.00. This exceeds the budget by approximately $3,000.00. Total expenses for the year to date ending May 31, 2011 are $27,634.00, leaving a net income of $40,865.00. 
Dues continue to come in, and currently 344 residents out of 408 have paid their dues (84.3%). In the mandatory areas 10 families have not paid, and these will be turned over to collection. 
A bill for $2,500.00 for the external audit is due to be paid this month. As was decided at last month’s meeting, our next audit will be conducted internally.  The Board will be looking to recruit qualified persons within Bexley to help conduct it.
A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept the Treasurer’s Report.
· Taylor Anderson Update

A total of $2,091.00 has been donated by Bexley residents to the Taylor Anderson Memorial Fund. The total cost of the bench (donated by Summer Classics), tree and memorial plaque is less than $500.00. The remainder of the fund will be turned over to St. Catherine’s School, and will be used to help the earthquake victims in Japan at the school where Taylor taught.   The installation at the lake is planned for the weekend following the Fourth of July.
· Cleanup update
Bob Hollinger, Bill Lark and Darrell Wilkerson have started the cleanup at the Lake and along Walhalla Drive, cutting down pine trees and picking up fallen limbs and other debris. Work will continue along Broadstone . Someone is needed to assist with the cutting and hauling of the fallen trees along Broadstone, and we will need to get a quote.
· Yard Sale Update
The Bexley Yard Sale was held on June 11th. Patty Meader and Bill Lark did a great job of coordinating the event, and placing and picking up signs.

· Lawyer’s Fee
It was moved, seconded and unanimously approved to pay the yearly amount of $6,500.00 towards the legal fees incurred in the Romito case. This will appear as a line item in the financial report.
· New Directory
There have been requests for copies of the Bexley Community Directory. The last directory was printed in 2009. Kevin Hennelly has volunteered to contact the printer about current pricing details.

· Lake Issues
It has come to the Board’s attention that leaves and debris are being blown into the lake as a means of disposal. This can only hasten the need for dredging. Kevin Hennellly has included a good article about the lake in the next Rampage issue, well worth reading.
· Bank of America has reimbursed Bexley a total of $1,800.00 to cover our costs incurred in the 
cleanup of the abandoned property on Cardiff Road.
· A concerned resident has reported finding an empty butane canister at the intersection of Broadstone and Rams Crossing. Since this intersection is the site of a school bus stop, the resident was concerned about the possibility of inhalant use by children in the area. Parents are encouraged to educate themselves about the dangers of inhalant use, and discuss the risks with their children.
· Leis Property
The ACC has sent another letter to the owner requesting completion of the court ordered repairs to their property.
· Open Forum Questions
Clarification was asked regarding the letter from President Bill Lark and Deborah Hollinger which went out to all Bexley residents concerning the outcome of the Romito lawsuit.  It was reiterated that the Court ruling in favor of Mr. Romito “means an end to the lawsuit for Bexley residents and a return to the old covenants”.
Going forward, only a small group of private individuals who feel strongly about the outcome            may decide to appeal the decision to the Supreme Court.
With no further business to discuss the meeting adjourned at 8:05 P.M. The next meeting will be held August 9, 2011 at the home of George Reid.
