Minutes of the Bexley Board Meeting

Tuesday, January 11, 2011

The meeting was held at the home of Warren Dannenburg at 7:00 p.m.  Attending were Board members Deborah Hollinger, Warren Dannenburg, Bill Lark, Laura DeLap, George Reid and Charlotte White.

Deborah opened the meeting.  She said we have had several inquiries from neighbors who are interested in taking a position on the ACC committee when Laura completes her service after the annual meeting.  We discussed the value of perhaps adding more than one new member to make responsibilities easier on all members.  Deborah next mentioned she has received a good response from neighbors concerning her email regarding the County meeting about the Comprehensive Plan to be held on Jan. 24.  We need to stress the importance to all residents of the County to understand what the plan means.

Warren then went into the financials.  He said that at the end of the year, our revenue exceeded expenses by $950.  Overall it was a good year, similar to last year with a lake reserve of $10,000.  He said he will give a snapshot of the financials at the annual meeting with the reports in the handouts.  Bill Lark moved to accept the December treasurer’s report; George Reid seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  Warren said the accounting system is now in place and we have, to date, received 2011 dues paid by 73 neighbors.
We then reviewed details for the annual meeting.  We decided to have a table out front manned by Warren and George to check off members as they come to be sure they have paid dues or accept dues from them paid by check.  We will have food and drinks set up in the back.  We agreed it would be helpful to have AV equipment available.  Deborah went over the order of business for the meeting.  We decided to include a review of before and after pictures of the foreclosed property on Cardiff to demonstrate positive action by the Board.  Deborah said the only comment we will make on the Leis’ property is we currently have a positive outcome.
We moved on to landscaping and ACC issues.  Warren again mentioned we have budgeted $500 next year for a study on lighting for the Hicks Rd. entrance.  He mentioned we need to provide our electrician with a 1099 this year.  We still have unexplained high water bills at the Broadstone entrance we will continue to monitor.  Laura mentioned the ACC committee has repeatedly spoken to the owner of basketball hoops in a street in Bexley Cosmopolitan with no result.  We agreed to have James Twoey in Les Saunders’ office send a letter on the attorney’s letterhead to the owner to have more impact.  Bill mentioned the ditch at the Providence Rd. entrance needs repair as well as the fence at the Hicks Rd. entrance.  He said Christmas lights this year came in at $60.  We finally received a bill from Lark Barker for all the tree removal work he had done this year for only $700.
There being no further business, we adjourned at 8:30.
