The meeting was called to order at 7:05 at the home of Deborah Hollinger with Vice-President Kevin Hennelly presiding.
· Welcome and meeting agenda by Kevin Hennelly

· Dick White presented information on a zoning violation at property on W. Providence Road near the Bexley West entrance. The owner is currently running a business from his home, and parking equipment on the property. The County Planning Dept. has granted the owner a three year variance, during which time he will be allowed to continue to park his equipment at the rear of the property where it cannot be seen from the road. Also during the three year period the owner may not have employees there, nor add to his equipment. At the end of the three year period the owner will have found another location for his business. The board will oppose granting a further extension if the owner requests one when the variance expires.
The Bexley Board voted unanimously in favor of accepting the conditions   
     and restrictions of the variance for the three year period.

· Treasurer’s report was presented by Chuck Smith, including a P&L Statement and Balance Sheet for January and February of 2011. 

The water bill, which reflects high usage at the Broadstone Entrance, continues to be of concern, despite the fact that the meter has been replaced, and the irrigation system turned off since fall. Chuck will further investigate the reason for the high bill.
Dues   298 families out of 408 have now paid their dues (73%). It was decided that a third notice for those families who have not paid will go out by April 7. Outstanding dues not received by June 1, 2011 will then be turned over to collection.
A motion was passed to accept the Treasurer’s report.
