The meeting was called to order at 7:00 at the home of George Reid with President Bill Lark

presiding.

· Welcome and agenda by Bill Lark

· A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept as written the minutes from 

June’s meeting.

· Financial

Chuck Smith presented the financial report.
The balance sheet shows total current assets of $82,492.46.
Total income for the year to date ending July 31, 2011 is $72,209.00.  Total expenses for the year to date ending July 31, 2011 are $39,569.00, leaving a net income of $32,640.00. These amounts do not include the $2,091 allocated to the Taylor Anderson Fund, which is yet to be disbursed.
Currently a total of 353 out of 408 residents have paid their dues (87%). It was decided to post a list of residents who have paid their dues on the Bexley website. 
Legal fees incurred for the year to date are $6,521.00, which is approximately $2,500.00 under budgeted amount.
Total cost for repairing the sink hole near the dam was $2700.00, which we will share with Bexley West. Our portion of the cost is $1,350.00.
A motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to accept the Treasurer’s Report.

· Taylor Anderson Fund

Out of the $2,091.00 collected for the Taylor Anderson Fund, $2000.000 will be sent to St. Catherine’s School to be added to their fund which has been set up in Taylor’s name. The remaining $91.00 of that amount will be put towards the purchase of a tree. It was decided to wait until cooler weather to install the tree at the lake. After the bench and tree are installed a dedication ceremony is planned. 
· Broadstone clean-up
George Reid reported that the clean-up of fallen limbs and dead trees along Broadstone was completed on July 15th at a cost of $1125.00.
· 3301 Wicklow Lane

There continue to be complaints about the condition of the property at 3301 Wicklow, i.e., the neglect of the yard, house and the parking of cars on the lawn. The ACC has sent a letter to the owner requesting that these issues be addressed.
· Posting of Dues

It was decided that a list of residents who have paid their dues be also posted in the next issue of the Rampage.  

· Romito Lawsuit

In the lawsuit of Joseph A. Romito vs. The Bexley Association, an appeal has been submitted to the Virginia Supreme Court.  As mentioned in the June Minutes, this appeal is being made by a small group of private individuals here in Bexley.
· Bexley Directory
Kevin Hennelly will be obtaining quotes for the printing of a new Bexley Directory.  In discussing how best to update the directory information, it was suggested that a notice go out in the next Rampage requesting e-mail information from residents as well as addresses and contact information from new residents.
· Bexley Picnic
The Bexley Picnic will be held this year on Sunday, September 25th at 4:00 at the Lake. The same vendor and format will be used as last year.  Deborah Hollinger agreed to contact the vendor to reserve the date and provide a head count.  Residents will receive notification through an e-mail blast and posted signs.
