The meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M. at the home of Bill Lark with President Bill Lark presiding.

· Welcome and agenda by Bill Lark.

· A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept as written the minutes from October’s board meeting.
· Financial Report
Chuck Smith presented the financial report.


The balance sheet shows total current assets of $67,200.15 in checking and savings accounts.


Total income for the year to date ending October 31, 2011 is $72, 868.00. Total expenses for the 
year to date ending October 31, 2011 are $53,430.00, leaving a net income of $19,439.00.

Three of the ten deed-assessed Bexley residents who were delinquent with their mandatory dues 
have now paid.

The irrigation system has been turned off.  We will continue to monitor water usage during the 
winter months.  Quotes from other contractors for irrigation services will be obtained in the 
spring.


A bill has been submitted for post-hurricane clean-up along Broadstone, Wicklow and the lake 
area.


Anita Zimmerman has been contacted about conducting the internal audit, but has not responded 
at this time.


Chuck continues working on the 2012 budget, with a preliminary expectation of $72,000.00 for 
next year.

A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept the financial report. 

· Taylor Anderson Plaque

Deborah Corliss Hollinger presented a quote for the bronze plaque to be placed at the lake


in remembrance of Taylor Anderson.  A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved 
to proceed with the purchase of the plaque as quoted.
· Landscaping Services

Dr. Wright met with James River Landscaping Services to review our current contract and 
discuss several issues, in particular the maintenance of the Broadstone entrance.  James River has 
now re-aerated, reseeded, and edged the grassy areas there.  Mulch has also been put down.  
· Nominating Committee

A nominating committee is being formulated, and will begin putting together a roster of 
individuals to fill the Board vacancies coming up in 2012.  Bill Lark will send out an e-blast to 
gather names of persons within the Bexley community who have an interest in serving.
· Directory Update

Kevin Hennelly continues to work on putting together a new Bexley directory.
· Clearing of Land Near Broadstone Entrance

Several residents have questioned the clearing of the property at the corner of Hull Street and 
the Broadstone Rd. Entrance where all of the trees have been removed.  We have been informed 
that a Hindu Temple is being built there.  It is hoped that some effort will be made on their part to 
provide screening of the finished site along Broadstone. We will continue to monitor the situation 
as building progresses.
