MINUTES FOR BEXLEY ASSOCIATION MEETING-SEPTEMBER 13, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. at the home of Donna Jewell with President Bill Lark presiding.

· Welcome and agenda by Bill Lark.

· A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept as written the minutes from August’s board meeting.

· Financial

Chuck Smith presented the financial report. 

The balance sheet shows total current assets of $75,746.77.


Total income for the year to date ending August 31, 2011 is $72,505.00.  Of this amount, 
$70,487.00 is from dues.

Total expenses for the year to date ending August31, 2011 were $44,519.00, leaving a net income 
of $27,985.00.

The $2000.00 collected for the Taylor Anderson Fund has been submitted to St. Catherine’s 
school.


Our portion ($1,350.00) of the cost for work at the dam has been paid. The remaining half was 
paid by Bexley West.

Chuck will begin preparing the budget for next year.


It was agreed that we will continue to pay the $400.00 bond necessary to cover book keeping 
services for the 2012 fiscal year.

The audit for the 2010 financial year will be coming up and as discussed at previous meetings, 
this audit will be conducted internally.  Kevin Hennelly will be contacting Anita Zimmerman, 
 
a CPA and past treasurer of the Bexley Board, to conduct the audit.


Chuck has contacted Chris Habenicht , and presented Chris’ fee schedule for the collection of 
delinquent (mandatory) dues. The Board agreed to proceed with Chris’ services.

A motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to accept the Treasurer’s report.

· Taylor Anderson Update
Bill Lark reported that the bench for the Taylor Anderson memorial has been installed at the lower lake. The plaque has yet to be ordered.  The weeping cherry has been purchased and awaits planting.  Deborah Corliss Hollinger mentioned that equipment might be needed for planting as the root ball is so large.
· Hurricane Clean Up

The removal of several fallen trees along Broadstone which were not covered in James River’s 
clean up quote was discussed. Bill Lark plans to get together a group of volunteers after Sept.25th 
to help with this, along with clean up at the lake and at the Lei’s property on Newquay Lane.
· Concerns With Landscaping and Irrigation Services

Dr. Wright presented concerns about the level of maintenance being provided in some of the 
areas serviced by James River Landscaping Services. Some areas of concern are the grassy areas 
along the roadside on Broadstone leading to the Hull Street entrance.  Either Dr. Wright or 
Deborah Corliss Hollinger will contact Brian with James River to address these concerns and 
review our service agreement.

The ongoing problems with the irrigation system and the increased cost of service were 
discussed. The area near the old library continues to be a problem, with either too much or 
too little water being delivered. It is also difficult to reach the contract person in a timely fashion 
when there are issues with the system.  It was decided that it would be prudent to obtain bids 
on a new irrigation contract at this time.
· New Bexley Directory
Kevin Hennelly is in the process of obtaining prices from the printer for a new directory. An updated list of new residents since 2009 is needed, and it was suggested that Sharron Leonhirth  could provide this.  An updated list is also needed from Bexley West.
· Bexley Picnic
There have only been 25 responses from residents who plan to attend the annual picnic at the lake. It was felt that unless we have at least 50 responses it would not be feasible to proceed. Bob Hollinger will send out another e-blast this week to Bexley residents.

Update: September 23, 2011 
Enough additional people have responded, and the picnic will be held from 4:00-6:00 on Sunday, October 2nd at the lake.

· Condition of Unmaintained Yards

The unkempt condition of various yards in the neighborhood remains a concern.  Several yards 
on Ramsgate and Wicklow are very poorly maintained.  It was the consensus of the Board that the 
ability to correct these issues is not within the scope of our duties.  Bill Lark will check on the 
status of the house at 2711 Wicklow where the grass is not being mowed.

· Stocking Lake
A Bexley resident has approached the Board about the possibility of stocking the lake with bait fish. The Board agreed that this would not be financially feasible at this time.
· Nominating Committee

It is time to put together a nominating committee for next year’s board. Deborah Corliss 
Hollinger agreed that she would be willing to work with Warren Dannenburg on this committee.  
Bill Lark will be contacting Warren about this.


· Resident Request

A Bexley resident has approached the Board requesting help with lining the drainage area on her 
property with stone. The Board feels that this would be cost prohibitive, and that it would be 
setting a precedent for future requests from residents.  It was agreed to turn down this request.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
