As most of you are probably aware from the September 22nd arti-

cle in the Richmond Times Dispatch, there is a sad contrast to this 

happy eventða ruling in favor of a neighbor in his lawsuit against 

the Bexley Association.  This is certainly a setback but we are as-

sessing our options at this time and I will report back to you as 

soon as I know how we will be proceeding.  We hope our path will 

present itself to us very shortly.  More than anything I want this 

community to know that the members of this and previous Boards 

have worked tirelessly to make Bexley a better place.  Most of you 

agreed with the Boardôs vision and voted to pass the updated cove-

nants.  The changes we made were consistent with other neighbor-

hoods of our caliber.  

   

The changes also provide fairness and equity to the neighbors of 

Bexley, Bexley Cosmopolitan, and Bexley East.  We wanted the 

17 sections to be one and for everyone to share the responsibility 

of upkeep required by our neighbors in Bexley Cosmopolitan and 

Bexley East.  Mandatory dues while repugnant to some and con-

flicting with their ñlibertarianò views, allow us to maintain the 

lakes and entrances, and have picnics and social events that bring 

the community together.  Any of you present when the ice 

cream truck arrived on Sunday saw the pure joy in the chil-

dren of all ages who partook of theéé.òIS IT FREE DADò, 

ice cream!!!  Pure joyé..that joy is worth every bit of $175 a 

year to me.  

  

We are a community to be emulated.  We have wonderful 

people with whom to enjoy life and many with whom we hope 

to grow old.  That, as a MasterCard ad would say, is PRICE-

LESS.  Young and old, new and established we have worked 

together for the better of what is one of our greatest invest-

ments - our homes.  I am sorry that some believe that this 

community and its sense of belonging and sharing are not 

worth $175 per year.  If the Board had just stopped doing 

what we do and let the neighborhood go to waste I expect the 

same individuals would have been the first in line to sue us for 

that as well.   

 

The Board thanks all of you who have consistently supported 

as we worked to build a better community.  We have listened 

to your concerns with Open Forum meetings this year and 

responded with behind the house recycling for those who 

chose it.  We regret the recent legal outcome, but take comfort 

from the fact that we are still a wonderful and strong commu-

nity committed to everyone who calls Bexley home.  If you 

have any questions do not hesitate to contact me.

Annual Picnic  
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Leaf Season Is Upon Us  
 

 

 

Imagine for a minute that you are from another planet, or from a part 

of our country that lacks beautiful green forests.  If you visited Bex-

ley in the Fall you might think our favorite activity is cleaning up 

fallen leaves.  The mistake is understandable because it is a task to 

which we devote a substantial part of our fall days. 

The Bexley Association cannot offer a solution to the leaf issue, but we can make some suggestions that 

will help you avoid conflict with your neighbors.  (1)  Leaf burning is illegal in Chesterfield County.  It 

is also extremely unwise given the current dry conditions.  (2) Leaf blowers are loud.  Think of your 

neighbors before firing yourôs up on Sunday morning at 6:00 am. Try to restrict leaf blowing to hours 

when most people are awake and consider waiting until noon on Sundays.  If you are in the market for a 

new leaf blower, evaluate the noise ratings and purchase a model that is relatively quiet.  (3) Leaves that 

are left in the ditches in front of houses cause drainage problems for others down-stream when it rains. 

When you finish raking or blowing your leaves to the ditch in front of your property, please have them 

cleared out as soon as possible.  (4) Loose or bagged leaves are accepted at the Chesterfield Conven-

ience Centers.  Bagged leaves need to be debagged at the site. The fee for disposal of leaves is a mini-

mum of $8 per load. Curbside residential leaf pickup is no longer available, unless residents qualify for 

a program offered by the Commissioner of Revenue.   For more information about County services, call 

748-1297.  (5)  Leaf removal services are available.  One is identified in the Bexley Mini-Service List 

on page 3.  The Architectural Coordinating Committee may be able to suggest others. 

These tips wonôt make the task of cleaning up leaves fun, but if you keep a smile on your face while you 

are working you will continue to confuse the alien observers.  Maybe they will decide not to invade.  

After all, who wants to live on a planet where everyoneôs idea of a good time is doing yard work?

The $75 preparation fee 

will be paid at closing.  Contact Board@bexleyhomes.net or call Sharron Leonhirth at 278-3005 to order a package. 

The Bexley Association is required by law to provide a Homeowners Disclosure Document to sellers.  In addition to information about dues 

and the Homeowners Association it includes notice of any serious, uncorrected architectural violations.  If you are selling your home, con-

tact the Architectural Coordinating Committee (ACC) at Board@bexleyhomes.net  or by calling Laura DeLap, Bob Hollinger or Don 

Heslep The ACC can help you identify and correct problems.  This not only meets legal requirements, but can improve your homeôs curb 

appeal. 

If your home is to be rented be sure your renter has a copy of the covenants and also understands clearly the requirement for back yard trash 

pickup.  It is the Boardôs  position that all homes  transferred after May 2009 are subject to mandatory association dues.
